Born in Moscow in 1957, Mintz immigrated to Israel with his family two years later, where he studied violin with
llona Feher. At the age of 11, he made his concert debut with the Israel
Philharmonic Orchestra and at the age of 16, he made his debut at
Carnegie Hall with the Pittsburgh Symphony Orchestra, under the
patronage of Isaac Stern. He began his studies with Dorothy Delay at the
Juilliard School of Music in New York. At age 20 Mintz made his first
major European tour with famous conductors such as Carlo Maria
Giulini, Antal Dorati and Eugene Ormandi and signed a contract with
Deutsche Grammophon.

Composer and Educator | Mintz recently started to compose for orchestra
and chamber music. His “anthem to an unknown nation” was premiered last
June in Budapest (Vigadd Grand Hall) and in August with the Cameristi della Scala
in Crans-Montana (CH), where he presides the Crans-Montana Classics
Masterclass. “I am eager to help younger generations to carry the flag of classical
and other music”, emphasizes Mintz, “I feel blessed to be involved in that process
with all humans".
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
